It is
headquartered in Tuckerton and
Rutgers has taken on the role
that in many states is held by
the State or its environmental
protection agency.

Lisa urged members to visit the
Tuckerton Center which spands
parts of three counties.

The facilities at the historic
David Sheppard House at
Mayor Aitken Drive and W.
Commerce Street in downtown
Bridgeton, is a branch of the
Tuckerton Center. Lisa said
they want the Center in
Bridgeton to become a
community resource, going
beyond just environmental
concerns.

She has
worked with West Avenue
school in Bridgeton on this
project and hopes to expand it
to other schools.

The Center will serve as a
valuable meeting place and
information resource as
Bridgeton and other river-
related municipalities make
growth management and
environmental protection
decisions in the years ahead.
